Background
•Annexed in 1989; zoned 

R-1 (1989)/R1-6 (1990-
Present)

•Developed in the 1990s 
with a commercial 
building and a multi-
family apartment 
building; non-conforming 
uses.  

•Restaurant use 
discontinued in 2006; 
rights to operate 
commercial use were lost 
after one year of disuse.

Request

•Rezone approximately 0.61 gross acres from R1-6 
(Single-Family Urban Residential) to CBD (Cashion 
Business District
•CBD allows for community serving commercial uses with 

relaxed development standards due to relatively small 
size of parcels in the Cashion corridor

•Owner seeks to re-open Angelica’s Mexican Food, a 
restaurant that operated in the existing building until 
2006

•Except for potential façade enhancements and parking lot 
landscape improvements, no modifications to the existing site 
are anticipated



Analysis
•Proposed rezoning will bring property into conformance 

with General Plan 2030 Land Use Map (Local 
Commercial)

•CBD created with specific purpose of being applied to 
properties with frontage of Buckeye Road that have 
history of commercial use

•Compatible with uses of surrounding properties
–Properties to east and west are commercially used

–Residential property to south buffered by twenty foot alley

•Access, parking, and utilities already in place
