INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS - MAINTENANCE CONTRACTORS/ TRADESMAN

MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS

I. General Liability:
a. Commercial General Liability with a $1,000,000 each occurrence, $2,000,000 Aggregate Limit of Liability per occurrence for Bodily Injury, Personal and Advertising Injury and Property Damage including Blanket Contractual Liability, Products Liability, and Completed Operations. For questions concerning coverage, contact City Risk Management.
b. Contractor’s insurance to be primary and non-contributory.
c. 30-day notice of intent to cancel, non-renew, or make material change in coverage.
d. City to be named as “Additional Insured” by separate endorsement.
e. Executed Indemnity and Hold Harmless Agreement or substantially similar provisions should be included in the bid specifications or contract.

II. Automobile Liability:
a. $1,000,000 Each Accident Limit of Liability for Bodily Injury and Property Damage.
b. Coverage to include “Owned, Non-Owned, and Hired” automobiles.
c. 30-day notice of intent to cancel, non-renew, or make material change in coverage.

III. Workers’ Compensation/Employer’s Liability:
a. Certificate of Insurance indicating “statutory” limits.
b. [bookmark: _GoBack]Employer’s Liability, not less than $500,000 per accident for bodily injury or disease.
c. 30-day notice of intent to cancel, non-renew, or make material change in coverage.

IV. Installation Floater (if applicable)
a. Installation Floaters are similar to Builders’ Risk insurance policies in that they are designed to cover damage to material and equipment to be installed in an “existing building”.
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
